Thank you for your letter expressing concerns about the Order approving the transfer of
control of licenses and authorizations li'Oln SkyTerra Communications. Inc., to Harbinger Capital
P~lr(ners Funds, The Order. issued on March 2(,. 20 I0 by the Chiefs of the International Bureau, the
Onice of Engineering and Technology, and the Wireless Telecommunications Bureau, conditions
approval on Harbinger's adherence to certain voluntary commitments it made regarding the
construction and operation of a proposed integrated satdlite/teITestrial "fourth-generation" rnobile
broadband network. The eondition~;about which you expressed eonCClll reqnire Harbinger to obtain
prior Commission approval before Lontcring inlO certain business arrangements \vilh whatever
companies arc the largest and second largest wireless providers at the lime oflhe arrangement. The
Order docs not prohi.bit any arrangements ex nnte,

AT&T, Inc., and Veriz.on Wireless have petitioned the Bureaus to reconsider the Order to
the ext,'nl [hat approval is conditioned on Ilarbinger's compliancc with snch conditions. The
rcconsideralion petitions arc opposed by Sprint Nextel Corporation and several organizations
designated as the Public Interest Sp,xtruJIl Coalition. AT&T and Vel'izon Wireless have subll1iUed
replies to these oppositions. The Bureaus presently arc reviewing these lihngs and assessing the
appropriate aetioll to take to resllive the legal arguments presented by the petitions for
rt:t:Oll side rat ion.

The questions pllsed in your letter involve many ortlle issues currently berore the Bureaus in
the ongoing reconsideration docket. To ensure that the Bureaus will have a complete record on
which to proceed, they have ineluded yonI' leller iu the record ofthe pending proeee<Jing.

I appreciate your interest and concems about this matter. We will keep your starfinformed
Dll the status of the pending proceeding. Please let me know if I can be or any further assistance.
