ACS has previously provided cost modeling information to the Commission for 
its evaluation of Connect American Fund (“CAF”) Phase I incremental support 
and CAF Phase II support in the Commission’s Connect America Fund dockets 
WC Nos. 10-90 and 05-337.  These filings are submitted here in response to the 
Commission’s request for cost models that the company has constructed to 
evaluate changes to Universal Service Funding. 
 
In response to the Commission’s request for data to be used in determining 
eligibility for and amounts of CAF Phase I incremental support, ACS submitted 
data on three different occasions.
