On March 30, 2015, the Federal Communications Commission adopted a Notice of Proposed Rulemaking (NPRM) regarding proposals to update our Part 4 Outage Reporting rules in order to enhance the reliability and resiliency of the Nation’s communication system, in particular to strengthen the Nation’s 911 system.[footnoteRef:1]  The NPRM set deadlines for filing comments and reply comments at 30 and 45 days after publication in the Federal Register.
