RELATING TO DIVERSE AND INDEPENDENT PROGRAMMING

On September 29, 2016, the Commission released a Notice of Proposed Rulemaking (NPRM) in MB Docket No. 16-41 that aims to foster consumer choice and access to diverse programming on television by prohibiting the use of “unconditional” most favored nation provisions and “unreasonable” alternative distribution method provisions in pay-TV programming distribution contracts that impede carriage of independent and diverse programming.  The Commission set deadlines for filing comments and reply comments at 60 and 90 days, respectively, after publication of the NPRM in the Federal Register.  A summary of the NPRM was published in the Federal Register on October 25, 2016.[footnoteRef:1]  Thus, comments must be submitted no later than December 27, 2016.  Reply comments must be submitted no later than January 23, 2017.
