Media Bureau Announces Further Notice of Proposed Rulemaking and Notice of Inquiry in Revitalization of the AM Radio Service Published in Federal Register Today

On October 21, 2015, the Commission adopted a Further Notice of Proposed Rulemaking and Notice of Inquiry in the Matter of Revitalization of the AM Radio Service.[footnoteRef:1]  The AM Revitalization FNPRM was released October 23, 2015.  The Commission sought comment on a number of proposals designed to facilitate improvements to AM radio facilities, or to reduce burdens on AM broadcasters.
