A confidential study by the the International Arafisport Association, a trade
group representing more 230 passenger and catgeaiworldwide, found that
over six years there were 75 separate incidentshadaused concern.



A previous probe by the UK Civil Aviation Authorifpund just 35 safety alerts
blamed on phones over the same time scale.

The IATA experts called for passengers to stop figngowarnings about
electronic devices because they could cause tine ptacrash.

Confidential tests by Boeing have revealed thaintbest offender for electronic
interference was the iPad, followed by the iPhamkthe Blackberry.

In tests just one of each device left on sent @ddn signals which were well
above what Boeing considered safe to fly on.

Dave Carson of Boeing, who has served on a U.Ss@agvgroup that looked
into the problem, said phones and electronic gadgmild cause major
problems for pilots.

‘It could be you that you were to the right of timmway when in fact, you were
to the left of the runway, or just completely wipet the signal so that you
didn't get any indication of where you are coming he said.

Asked if a phone’s signal really can do that daméaegesaid: ‘It is when it goes
in the right place at the right time.’

Engineers have previously warned that the growlmgession with mobile
phones and other gadgets could create a 'perteot'stf interference with
aircraft instruments to cause a crash.

Phone interference was cited as a possible fatt®”003 crash in New
Zealand in which eight people died after the plgee into the ground short of
the runway.
