DuPage Public safety Communications, (DU-COMM), is an association of units of local 
governments, as they are defined in Article VII, Section 1, of the Constitution of State of 
Illinois,1970, and a "public Agency" as defined in the Intergovernmental Cooperation 
Act, 5ILCS 220/2 (1), that is voluntarily established by its members pursuant to Article 
VII, Section 10 of the Constitution of the State of Illinois, and the Intergovernmental 
Cooperation Act, 5 ILCS 220/1 et seq. 
As such, DU-COMM is exempt from Filing Fees under: Title 47 CFR Part 1, Subpart G,
